It is close to the town centre, shops, schools and mainline railway station.

LOCATION

Berwick-upon-Tweed is a historic border town on the river Tweed encircled by EuropeQ & FA Yy Sa i
preserved Elizabethan fortifications. Edinburgh and Newcastle are approximately 60 miles either
direction.
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Newcastle and London easily accessible.

There are wonderful views of the coast stretching to Bamburgh in the South, and over the river
Tweed which is famous for its salmon and flock of swans.

There are 9 other churches in Berwick. Local facilities include a leisure centre with swimming pool.
There is also a theatre and Arts Centre. There are 6 First schools, 2 Middle and 1 High School, the

High School has an annex for further education or students can travel to Northumberland College.
Longridge Towers is a well- respected independent school approximately two miles from Berwick.

There is also access to the Scottish Education System just over the border.

Lowick village is 10 miles south west of Berwick-upon-Tweed, with a population of approximately
500, who either work in the rural community or commute to Berwick
